Declining enrollment leads
to end of Brigadiers corps

For more than six decades, when they returned
on buses after a performance, Robert E. Lee High
School's Brigadiers would sing those words at the
first glimpse of their Baytown alma mater.

Now the all-girl drum and bugle corps — which
school officials believe may be the last group of its
kind in a Texas public school — has sounded its
last note, tapped its last drumbeat.

The military-style organization founded in 1934
has been unable to attract sufficient interest from
students, said Nelson Nolden, Lee's fine arts coordi-
